Our small list has been carefully selected to complement the menu 

bearing in mind that pricey wines, however excellent, can detract from the dining experience. More 

than a third of our list features eminently drinkable wines from between £14.00 - £20 which make 

perfect partners with our dishes. For the more demanding palate, we have, with a few exceptions, 

tilted towards wines from France, as well-regarded New World wines tend to be more expensive 

nowadays than their French counterparts.
